PRODUCT NOTES
Marc Gagnon and Michael Kennedy approach their Napa Valley Cuvée as a symphony composed from the
historic single vineyards they work with across the valley. When looking at the entire Napa Valley appellation,
the terroir is wildly diverse - from warm to cool, mountain to valley floor. The goal of this wine is to be a
Gagnon-Kennedy interpretation of the valley in totality. It includes their home vineyard, the Caldwell in
Coombsville, plus Beckstoffer Georges III in Rutherford, Beckstoffer Misso...
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
