ABOUT THIS WINERY
In 2001 Thibault created Domaine Thibault Liger-Belair, which includes two hectares in les Saint-Georges 0.6
hectares of the 4 hectare Grand Cru vineyard of Richebourg, as well as holdings in Clos Vougeot and a
collection of well-placed Premier Cru and Villages sites. Recent acquisitions in Moulin a Vent have expanded
the domaine into Beaujolais. All are biodynamically farmed; and the attention to detail in the winemaking is
second to none.

TASTING NOTES
If you need to have one wine before you die it is this wine. It is the epitome of elegance and complexity.
Layers of raspberry, blackberry, truffle and cedar aromas jump out of the glass. The complexity can often be
hard to describe. 

PRODUCT NOTES
This vineyard is 0.52 ha (1.3 acres) and was planted between 1931 and 1936. The vineyard is located in the
historic southern part of the appellation, about 50 m (165 ft) from Romanée and Romanée Conti, this parcel is
the oldest of this Grand Cru.

PRODUCTION NOTES
The grapes are harvested by hand and they are using 30% whole cluster fermentation. There is a 3 week
fermentation period with very moderate intervention. They are aging the wine in 60% new French oak barrels
for 18-24 months. The wines are unfiltered and unfined. 
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
