20-25 year old vines were cultivated using 85% manual harvest with a yield of 45hl / ha. There was a planting
density 4,000 plants / ha.

PRODUCTION NOTES
This rosé was created using the saignée method where the juice is pulled from a tank of red wine to obtain it's
beautiful pink colour. Fermentation was conducted at low temperatures.
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
