A Master of Wine who has been
described by Robert Parker as the greatest white winemaker on earth.  Yet he is very soft spoken, humble,
and self-deprecating. He is a champion of terroir, biodynamic farming principles, and non-interventionist
winemaking, whose family have been winegrowers in Alsace for 12 generations (since 1620).

TASTING NOTES
The nose displays rich and concentrated ripe fruits aromas, bee wax, honey, candied fruits, and marmalade.
The palate follows with luscious richness. The wine lines the mouth with an unctuous sensation, until the
acidity kicks in and brings a kick of citrus. The finish is fresh and elegant but of course, such wines require
time. Both in the bottle and while being enjoyed. The finish of this vintage goes on forever.
