On the nose, aromas of passion fruit, lemon zest and wet stone. The palate is round, fresh and invigorating,
with a delicious and tasty substance sprinkled with thousands of micro-bubbles, reinforced by notes of green

apple. A thirst-quenching finish with a persistence on chalky and lemony notes, accompanied by a hint of fresh
pineapple.
