ABOUT THIS WINERY
In 2001 Thibault created Domaine Thibault Liger-Belair, which includes two hectares in les Saint-Georges 0.6
hectares of the 4 hectare Grand Cru vineyard of Richebourg, as well as holdings in Clos Vougeot and a
collection of well-placed Premier Cru and Villages sites. Recent acquisitions in Moulin a Vent have expanded
the domaine into Beaujolais. All are biodynamically farmed; and the attention to detail in the winemaking is
second to none.

TASTING NOTES
This wine has raspberry and cranberry bouquet, floral with subtle vanilla notes emerging with time. The
medium-bodied palate with a velvety texture offers sappy red fruit and the whole bunch lends freshness and a
subtle pepperiness toward the finish.

PRODUCT NOTES
Since the 2010 vintage this cuvée is a blend of different terroirs located on the Côte de Nuits: 1/3 comes from
the vines of the domain in appellation Bourgogne located on the commune of Nuits Saint Georges on clay-silt
soils. 2/3 comes from the vines of the appellation Bourgogne located in the commune of Chambolle-Musigny
on clay-silt soils.

PRODUCTION NOTES
Harvesting is manual with 20% whole clusters. 3 weeks of fermentation with a soft extraction. 25% of new
barrels are used for an aging period of 15 months. 
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
