You'll get plenty of bright fruits, soaring spices, and a lovely
mineral undercurrent. When you add the velvety texture, you get a very compelling and elevated expression of
Beaujolais.

PRODUCTION NOTES

Produced only during so-called “exceptional” years, the Cuvée ML will then come from the oldest vines in the
estate. Century-old vines located on the Cbdte du Py and century-old vines located at a place called "Le
Douby", near Fleurie. The production never totals more than 2.5 hectares
