“An intensely floral nose is notably ripe with notes of plum,
spice, black raspberry and cassis in evidence. There is a
seductive texture to the solidly well-concentrated medium
weight plus flavors that benefit from plenty of
structure-buffering dry extract such that this seems more
forward than it really is. The tannins are dense but fine and
this should significantly reward 12 to 15 years of cellaring
