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L'Ecole’s well-priced blend is about half merlot, the remainder
a combination of Bordeaux and Rhéne varieties. It leads with
blackcherry and tar scents, along with a firm note of leather
and oak. The flavors are juicy and lively—a lightly structured
red for barbecue.
