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A similar blend, the 2017 Chéateauneuf Du Pape Boisrenard
checks in as 66% Grenache, 12% each of Syrah and
Mourvedre, and the balance a mix of permitted varieties, that
saw 10% new oak. It has a thrilling bouquet of black cherries,
cassis, bouquet garni, scorched earth, and graphite. Tasting
like a Grand Cru Burgundy with its tension, purity, and
elegance, it has building tannins, terrific concentration, and a
great finish. Still tight, backward and reserved, hide bottles for
4-5 years if you can. It's going to be long-lived.
