“Very good Tassie pinot. Root spice and earthy forestry notes
of dried porcini dashi, autumnal leaves and loganberry, set in
relief against a swathe of darker cherry. The spiky whole
bunch inclusion is evident across the finish reeling off a whiff
of dill and mezcal, yet it is largely buried by the extract and
density. This should age very well, as the record at this
address attests.
