The
solidly dense middle weight flavors possess excellent intensity
and plenty of minerality while retaining a lovely sense of
refinement allied with a sophisticated mouth feel, all wrapped
in a cool, linear and well-balanced finale. This restrained effort
is an exercise in harmony and this too should amply reward 6
to 8 years of bottle age. Recommended."
