Really smooth and
fresh red-plum and cherry fruits sit alongside blue fruits
enveloped by fine tannins. The wine is so silky, velvety and
complete. Definitive Côte Rôtie that should be left alone until
after 2018, by which time it should have a long window of 15+
years' great drinking.
