“Made from purchased grapes, so sold under the Jean-Marc
Brocard label as a result, this is farmed conventionally as
opposed to biodynamically. It’s a big, powerful, yet compact
wine with flavours of grapefruit and oyster shell, a touch of
honeyed weight and a spicy flourish. A mineral backbone
sustains the finish.
