“An exuberantly fresh nose offers up notes of pear, peach,
apricot, green apple and wet stone where the latter element
can also be found on the opulent, intense and well-detailed
flavors that are blessed with plenty of palate coating dry
extract. There is excellent underlying tension to the tangy and
citrus-infused finish that possesses both outstanding depth
and persistence. This doesn't have the sheer minerality of the
Perrières but it is just as long. A qualitative choice.
