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Medium- to full-bodied, with fine viscosity caressing the palate,
featuring lively acidity midpalate, as well as notes of cream,
vanilla spice and white pepper and flavors of peach and pear.
A streak of minerality sneaks in on the back end, introducing a
long, savory finish.
