“The highest vines in Gualtallary (at an impressive 1,500
meters above sea level) have produced an impressive 2018
Le Paradis Pinot Noir, which is nuanced, insinuating and
detailed with some stony austerity and a sense of inner
strength and energy that is gobsmacking. It comes from 1.1
hectares planted in 2011 with Dijon's clone 667 that was
micro-vinified in 12 separate fermentations in stainless steel
and rolling barrels. The wine matured in French barriques for
18 months. It has pungent and deep flavors and great
precision. 2,340 bottles were filled in December 2019.
