“Located in Castiglione Falletto, Bricco Fiasco is a vineyard of
old vines (85 years old) considered to be the historical
selection of the estate. Fermented with indigenous yeasts for
approximately 60 days with a submerged cap, it's then aged in
large oak vessels for 24 months. Intense ruby in colour, it is
restrained but full of layers, dominated by a bouquet of rose
and violet, with fruit ranging between cranberry and dried
cherry, followed by leather and earthy tones. Sucrose, fleshy
and pure on the full-bodied palate, with velvety tannins and
refreshing acidity. The floral character is intoxicating, while the
extraction is so great on the mid-palate and chalky on the
finish.
