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“Aromas of ripe berries, sweet vanilla, licorice, dark chocolate
and bread crust. Notes of dried herbs and pinewood, too. So
well grounded. Smooth, with a lingering, silky mouth-feel. Full
body and ripe, chewy tannins. Toned and muscular with hints
of crushed rocks. Firm, linear finish. Try after 2025.
