There's that gentle hint of aldehyde that is
the traditional stamp of the house plus savory woody notes,
white mushrooms and some chalk and spices, too. The palate
has a fleshy opening, filling out with peach and hazelnut
flavors before a smooth ride to the finish. Approachable and
complex.
