“Unlike the Hamilton Russell Pinot Noir in the fire-affected 2019
vintage, the Chardonnay was all made with estate fruit.
Entirely whole bunch-pressed for the first time, it's a
commendably bright, elegant and focused wine with less
malolactic (10%) than normal, pithy acidity, a hint of stone fruit
sweetness and refined 27% new French oak. Something of a
triumph against the odds.
