54% cabernet sauvignon from
Gualtallary, 25% cabernet franc from Altamira and 21%
malbec from both areas. The highest portion of cabernet franc
this year helped retain its nervy freshness! This is classy and
beautiful. Harvested on March 12th and 13th.
